The ideology of the ISFSC is cal.led the theory of the Creator Class' Ideology is
djfferentiiied from ptrilosopiry, which is the abstract and logical systematizing of
values, in being the ntethod by-which basic premises are applied to specific concrete

situatjons. The function of ideology is not to discover truth, which is the purpose

ct pt itosopfrys but to-apfty the d.isioveries of the latter to produce beneficial re-
sults. Creator Class iilo"logy defines the central probienl of our times to be that
of statist political coercioi-. Thus an efficient solution to the problenl of living
in a p.edominantly altruist-collectivist cul ture must effectively aim at breaking
free of the coercive bureaucratjc state. Creator Class ideology recognizes-that al-
though the heart of tne present sickness is the cult of altruist self-denial and its
secular transform, sosjal col.lectivism, the present situation requires that immedi-

ate attention be focuised on breaki ng the death-gpip of the-state, wh ich threatens

to annihi iate the I ibertarian movement and the creator class. The State is the

source of a1i power foi the A-C system. Thus, the state must be defeated and dis-
mantled by whaiever moral nleans are necessary and avai lable'

The Creator Class represents not only a category of- indivi,duals but a process of
history, as well ur u-riisl of lristory". The Cr6atbr Class does not exist as a sub-

ste.ntive entity; it is a moral banner and theory under vthich to rally the victims

of A-C statist oppresiion. The world is presently.divided into two great classes,

ihe producers ano tne paiasi tes. Leading_ the parasites is a rabble of bureaucrats '
p.i.!ti-i.Irrctr statisli), .rJ corrupt "ilitaty 

officers and their armies of ]ooters

who ru.le by control ot'ifre instituiions of political power, through a process.of

mesmeric jndoctrination, backed by the force of arms' Closely collaborating with

this class of leadlng world criminals is a compradore subclass of state financiers
and parabureaucrats. The lowest level in this bandit gang of altruist-collectivism
is occupied by large numbers of welfare recipients, union bosses, and lower-echelon

civil employees. in contrast to this parasjtic class, the creator class is made up

of self-supporting inJiviauafs who live by honest, non-coercive production,^ who ul-
t.imately are being sucked dry to support the rapacious appetites of the State and

i ts henchmen.

Throughout history, the lnost visible representatives of the Creator Class (those in

the commerciat proreilionij r1uu. been openly persecuted by both the State and the

Church. This p.o..ri-oi a.griaution and expr-opriation of private pro0erty.and.free

nrarket e.lements has blen cJrried on by ati ttre major bureaucratic states in histo-
ry. Individual freeAom- and rationaliiy, epitomized in the, free narket, has alvrays

been a threat to spiritual nrystics and stat'ist rulers; thus, they have instigated
the genocidal annihiiation of iny g.orp llh.ich seemed to personify these traits' This

has been the rlain taci ot life foi the Creator Class since ancient times' For tn-
stance, the persecutjon of the Jews and tnei. naut-g"no.jdal' slaughter resulted from

state-di rected attempts to externrinate *6ut *ut 6ons jdered th; free capi tal ist
class. Statist-inspired ideo.logical hatred for the conrmercial class is a documerrted

fact of the nre-industrial bureiucracies of China and India, and remains the hvster-
'ical focr;s of their socialist successor states'

INTRODUCTION TO CREATOR CTASS IDEOTOG ,Y
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The Creator Class results from the historical persecution of the productive elements
rn society by organized parasites. It represents the self-awareness, on a large
scale, of their common goals by individuals freed from the cult of self-sacrifice
and anti-values to break the shackles of collective serfdom. The Creator Class is
the militant expressiono of which the libertarian movement is an early symptom, of
the terrible rage which is building against the class of world criminals, their com-
pradore affiliates, and theilintellectuai dupes. It is the to'tal revolt against a

lifelong injustice, millennia of tyranny, and an embezzled future. It is the total
and uncompromising struggle to slay the beast of A-C statism.

The program of the Creator Class, of u,hich the ISFSC is one instrument, is to break
the pow6r grip of A-C statesm wherever and whenever feasible. It isn't possible
to do this-purely through philosophicai persuasion or through the diffusion 0f cul-
tural change. These are important means; however, in most of the world and perhaps
very soon everywhere peaceful political change may be impossible. Thus it is neces-
sary to organize retaliatory-force movements of a highly disciplined nature. In the
broadest sense, opposit.ion to statism in the social-democratic countries of Western
Europe, North America, and 0ceania will be able to proceed through peaceful politi-
cal reform and cultural change. In the communist bloc and in the so-ca.lled "Third
World" nations opposition will take a variety of forms, many of which will involve
the controlled use of force.

The Creator Class is distinguishable from the libertarian movement in a number of
ways. First, the Creator Class ideology recognizes the fundamental and abso.lute ir-
reconcilability of altruist-collectivist culture with individualism, freedom, reason
and justice. Second1y, it identifies the conscious, purposive, and actively growing
evil of the world criminal class and its intent to enslave a'll of humankind. Third'
the Creator Class is willing to organize in total struggle against A-C culture and

the politics of coercive bureaucratic statism. Fourth, the Creator Class ideology
seeks to provide a coherent theory of the nature of l ibertarian society and its
emergence within the hostile embrace of the A-C world. Although these elements are
found as cautious tendencies in the libertarian movement, they are not yet explicit-
1y dominant.

Since the goal of Creator Class ideology is to break down the power of the.state,
all tactici and strategy are aimed at weakening its sources of support and its re-
cognized authority whiie simultaneously bui lding and protecting l iberated areas
wilhin occupied iountries. The tactics of the Creator Class are to simultaneously
attack the Siate at all levels while securing sanctuaries from interference. Polit-
ica11y, the main strategy is to build political parties in the social democracies
while- infiltrating young-bfficers and intel lectua'ls in government academies and uni-
versities. Economitally, the strategy is to build a base of financial support and
1oca1 allegiance by organizing illicit (as well as.licit) commercial activities and
draining the State of ievenuei. Militarily, the overall strategy is to secure and
defend iural hinterlands and release the inhabitants from taxation and other forms
of slavery while slowly choking support from the metropolitan bureaucracies.

tventually, the Creator Class will completely privatize all government lands, utili-
t.ies, scirools, and roads, while proiecting loca.l tax-free production. Thus, in
.ouniry after country governments wltt topple. Land and capital will be given back

to the victims of the Siate. Revolt will spread across all national boundaries, and

whole armies will join the Creator Class. Political pressure'in the social democra-
cies will throttle the distributors of foreign military and econornic aid to local
tyrants, thus simultaneously weakening the power of the State and increasing popular
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di saffect i on .

The libertarian movement spearheaded by the Creator Class, could be successful in
liberating sizable areas of Terra before the end of the century. There is no reason

to fear the power of the world criminal class. 0nce disarmed of their bankrupt mor-
al facade and surrounded by enraged and mobilized producers, they will be forced to
surrender. Thus, the Creator Class jdeology, in recognizing the possibility and the
feasibility of radical action as well as the absolute necessity of conventional pol-
itical action, rejects al.l defeatist and retreatist tendencies. Victory is possible
within our.liietime. 0ur enemies, the state and its collaborators, are vulnerable -
all of their sources of real power are inminently bankrupt. Now is the time to act'
not to endure, so that we - the Creator Class - may reap the well-earned victories
of freedom, and not the age-o1d inheritance of centuries of submission.

Creator Class ideology foresees the r"'ise of a dichotomous society replacing the. pre-
sently existing cultuie. The two "classes" are the Creator and i,,larrior. Both are
ruled by adher6nce to truth. Individual self-identity rests on a core of moral in-
tegrity which springs from the nature of human existance. That is to say, self-in-
teiesi js ultimhtely a matter of maximizing moral self-identity. For the qluu!9f'
self-identity is ac-hieved through production; for the llJarrior, mora'i self-identity
comes from mLeting the real requirements of his profession, which centers on the or-
ganized use of destructive force.

The ultimate epistemological d'ivision between the Creator and the l^larrior is deter-
mined by the nature of warfare. In order for the Warrior to fulfill the require-
r.nti of nir (or her) profession, he must place the accomplishment of the mission
above even his own u*i.ien... A warlior, in order to perform in organized warfare,
must voluntarily subordinate his (or her) personal sovereignty to the command of a

superior. Oiscipline and command are the absolute necessities of the profession'
Loii.uitV, no lniividual can expect to engender the respect necessary to command the

tiies of"othu.r, unleis he (or ite) It totatty willing to obey the commands of his
(or her) own superiors.

0rganized nrilitary defense of a free society is an existentjal necessity of the

*oild as we know ii. No future libertarian society can be conceived as absoiutely
free from the threat of organized aggression from without. Thus, the profession-of
Warrior in terms of the f6reseeable-future is an epistemological necessity._ The

mission of the l,Jarrior Class is to protect the free societv of the Creator Class,

which is the .ideological and material source of the Wamior's quintessential volun-
lu.iir. in trtn, tfie lJarrior C]ass' very raison d'etre depends on having values to
j.f..J. Thus, ii is th" value of the CreatorTTasS-w6ich provides the basis for the

l,Jarri or's purPose.

Thed.ivisionexistingbetweentheethicalrequirementsofthecreatorandlljarrior.js
secondary but it is noneitietess real. The Creator's identity never requires a ready

committmint to voluntarily trade his life for any value. To do this would represent

a sacrif.ice - an act injmical to a rational and moral 'ind.ividual, since such an act
would contravene the identity and nature of the Creator.

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imizing one's moral identity.

These differeilces are the bas.is for
set aside. They are real,

The ideology of the Creator Class seeks to enab.le the liberation of humankind in a

way far more fundamental than any other previously conceived. Its goal is to pro-
mote and permit the rise of truly anarchic and asocial indr'viduation. That .is to
say, sentient life-forms which are who11y autonomous from others. Living forms pre-
sently span the spectrum from totally collectivized insect species to the relatively
'indivlduated human species. But individual humans are still t.ied to the constrain-
ing limits of human genetic evolution. This.is not to speak of the psychological
moiass of living in i "social context". Even a free society is not enough freedom.
Humans of the present can transform themse'lves into the sentients of the future
sentients able and desiring to live not only for themselves, but who11y in and of
and by and with themselves, wil.l be the next level of evo.lution.

This level of freedorn, of total autonomy, is undoubtedly difficult to grasp, even

for the most advanced of the Creator Clais. However, it js the logical extension of
libertarian philosophy. If human nature is to be discrete, vol itional, and ration-
ally self-seeking, lhln there can be only one course fu11y consistent with reality:
to ieek to acceniuate those characteristics. Individuals must be free to transform
themselves into wholly novel species, which fulfi.ll their own unique aspirations'

But this far-flung goal serves to accentuate the urgency of the present. The colon-
ization of space 

-ii 
about to coffinence. What is done in the next quarter century

will undoubtedly influence the whole course fo this new and awesome frontier. This
'is the stage oihuman history which makes the theory of the Creator Class of critic-
al importaice. If we permit the A-C statist system to establish itself in space, it
'is doubtful that the opportunity for radical upheaval will present itself again for
centuries to come. This is the time when that sum of radical human energies in that
small percentage of the population is most ful ly available for revolution. In one

g"n..ution, ii. will have been bought off and harnessed to a new and more powerful
itatist syste*. It will have been bribed by the Solar-System State with partial
freedom.

This is the reason the statists are so interested in space colonization - so that
they can let off some of the pressure here on Terra - so they can really pulverize
the rest who are left behind.

The answer provided by the Creator Class ideology to this threat is to destabilize
and shake to the ground the Terran states while radicalizing the incipient sPqcg

colonies. Hit th6 statists from all sides. This is the staoe of history in which

they are most vulnerable. There are many contending states al1 vying to some extent
foittre allegiance of ta.lent and capital-, and some of these may even increase their
future political problems by establishing colonies in space. In one generation'
however, we may be living under the un.ified t'lorld State'

It is well, when one is assigning goals for any project, to arrange them in a hier-
archy with the ultimate at the top, supported by both the supplementary and the pre-
requisite goals beneath. While one must never lose sight of the ultimate goa1, to
concentrate one's attention upon it, when the preliminay goals have yet to be

achieved, is foolish. It is so, firstly because such attention must be diverted
thence fiom the earlier tasks, thus wast.ing time; and secondly' because the earlier
tasks must be completed before the final goal may be achieved (e1se the assignment
of supportive goals was wrong), so effort is wasted as well.

This principle must be borne in mind in considering any organization with a stated
goal or sysienr of goa1s. Two excellent examples are the Libertarian Party and the
iSfSC. T-he former-group has the ultimate purpose of demolishing the statist state,
and establishing a minarchy (government limited to the functions of courts. police'
and military - ihe just exeicise of coercive force); its stated intermediate goa1s,

are the acquisition of political power in democratic realms, and the education of
the electorate in the principles of freedom and self-responsibility (itseif-a monu-

mental task). The latter apparatus states its jntention to foment the establ ishment

of free colonies in space, and nurture the evolution of the human race into'indepen-
dent individuation and diversity of form and essence; excepting in the most jmmedi-

ate case or the most Eeneral way, its intermediate goals are not publicly p19-

ciiin'ea (most of them for reasons which should be clear even to lifelong Americans).

Since the operations and inner workings of the LP are more visible and, in essence'
s:mpier, it'provides a good text for a serron on the hierarchitecture of gaols' The

qu.rt to" poiitical pow6r is, in America, an arduous but not expecially hazardous

ior.t.. The chief peril is not relocatjon to the root side of a flower garden or to
an ice-cube factory on the North Slope, but rather diversion to the ludicrous Sysi-
phan position of a would-be honest demagogue. Po'litical.history in this nation is

browaLa with nine-day wonders; for people ire sometimes willing to try any expedient
when an establishment has faijed, and in troubled tjmes movements appear and vanish

l ike mushrooms on the front lawn of the two-party system' The phenomenally rapid
growth of the LP in the last few years is thus not a proper.cause for encouragement
(alifrougfr most L.ibertarians are totatty encourageable anyway)'

If the goal of political power is hazardous to seek, that of education of the major-
ity is Qulxotic. That same maiority was raised from infancy in Christian tradition,
or at best once removed from ii. A notorious Catholic once said "Give me your chii-
dren from birth to the age of six, and thereafter I care not vrhat you do with thenr"

and he spoke from experi6nce. The obJectivist or libertarian, heady with success in
iltting it tt'r. wind-nrills of secular statist dogma, ail too often has his audience

noddin! and going yes-yes-yessity-yes - only io see them collapse in emotjonal

wrecta!e at tie tlrsi cract< of tf,""mystic's whip or tomtom thumping on pulpit, grov-

e11ing"on their knees in self-abasement, or flapping about.-twittering in nindless
feedback ecstasy, stoned on the fact that they are sloned. (The educat.ional approach

is doubly to be-condenlned on account of past experience, for that the John Birch So-

ciety atiempted that route - and failed to the extent that they are not taken seri-
ousl! even by most who agree in principle with them')
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This confusion reflects a similar confusion in the hierarchy of values whence spring
the goa'ls; the cause of this confusion is the restrict.ion of moral choices to two-
valued Aristotelian 1ogic, which admits no quantizing of values except on the crud-
est level (value A is asserted to be higher than value B). Constructing a moral
system within such a shell is like growing up in a cast. Without quantizing informa-
tjon is invariably lost (e.g. Richard is taller than Larry,James is taller than Lar-
ry; is James taller than Richard?). Such a moral system demands that each calcu-
lation be binary - yes or no, right or wrong - and is analogous to building a chair
by cut-and-fit. Trial and ernor may, in tr'me, devel op into craftsnanship. This is
the practical force behjnd the guild system in production and the council of elders
in society. But while cut-and-fit may suffice to bujld a chair, it cannot design a

producti ve factory. No more can j t des i gn a producti ve 1 i fe.

Nobody today should need to be told that the human race is at a crisis. |.ljthin a

generation that crisis will have been reso.lved; and the resolution wi1 1 depend on

the correct evaluation of the situation, the proper choice of goa1s, and the force-
fu1 pursuit of those goa1s, by.every person in the race. Each of these aspects of
action js rooted in the system of values and moral calculation of the agent. The

moral crisis of today cannot be soothed by appeals to the principles which caused
it. The stinking swamp of religious altruism and secular slavery that innundates us

is fed by a moral system which rejects calculating morality, an ethic which fl ies
from quantized ethics. If all values are binary (good/evi1) and values are based on

reality,.it is only rational to assume that the universe is Iikewise polarized, and

generate the God/Devi l pai rs wh i ch nucl eate organi zed supers ti ti on today.

It is possib.le that this is the strongest factor in bringing about the moral crisis
which paralyzes so many essentially decent jndividuals in the face of the spokesmen

for the collectjve enemy. Trial and error in time develop into craftsmansh.ip; and

they are crafty beyond our measure, for the Voice of the Tribe is ten thousand gen-

eraiions old. That is their ground; fighting on it we cannot win. If we do not
fall to logic (see the following article) they can wie.ld the spear of emotion, the
noose of early training, and even the net of language itself" For remember that to
triumph they need only confound us; it is we who have purpose, not they.

In order to design moral systems which calculate .instead of reacting, or to adopt

such designed by others,one must real'ize they are not on1y acceptable but necessary'
For the tiuth ji that eiclusive binary logic is too ineffectual to compete; but more

tfran ifrat, for we have no choice to tompete' It is not a tool lying to our hand'

uui u *.upon in that of the enemy. l,ie are at war, at this very moment; and we will
not reach the stars, or even the end of the century, building chairs.

das' article on the logic of freedom. It is interesting to me to note that coinci-
dence of timing in stating the need for a system of logic sophisticated enough to
deal with premises and values as parameters and variables, rather than as holes and

pegs. Any set of quantities may be converted into discrete comparative rankings; in
coitrast,- the reverse is not so. I maintain it is vital to accept the reality that
exclusive entjcal descriptions are invalid applied to concretes and therefore to de-

scriptions of concretes - not because they are inaccurate, but because they are in-
adequate. Hence my attempts to incite reiponse by pointing..out that identity does

not apply to concretes, and my publication of Fr. Bolojick's "paradox"'
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l^/hile the principles of Aristotelian logic follow frorr the definition of "reality",
"exist", etc., it can apply only to discrete entities, and it cannot even meter
them. Thus the weakness of Ar.istotelian logic is not that jt has binary comparrsons
rather than being "mult.i-valued" (as is the "Null-Aristotel ian" sargasso hodgepodge
stirred up by the witless floundering of Van Vogt) but lhat it is exclusively dis-
crete-valued rather than continuous-valued, as is the real world. i,letwork 1 ogic,
like binary 1ogic, nray be a valid and useful subset of lhe description of the real
world. i,lei ther of them, however, deals with the conlinuum problen, so nei ther of
them cdn be considered conrplete.

l,Jhen d consjstent and valid systenr is develooed, it must be acceptabie emotionally
to men of good wi11, and it is for this dcceptance (as well as to encourage work on

the problenr) that I campaign. l.^lhen the populace finds a Jefferson or a Galjleo too
bitter to swallow, it generally ends up burdened with a ivlarx or a Velikovsky, whose
fonrrulations (and pronrotions therefor) appeal to emotjonal reaction rather than in-
tel lectual analysis.

STEAL THIS BREAD

Let us take the case of two men, Abel and Baker. Baker owns a loaf of bread, which
is his property by right, as he made it. Abel knows this. Let us define Abel as a

rnoral man, which nreans that he holds his life as the highest va1ue. It follows that
all other values must be to him subordjnate to his life. Let us now suppose that A-
bel is starving. It is his considered judgement that unless he eats inrmedjately he

wjll die (since a nran is responsible only for what he knows, this is equivalent in
hjs morality to the actual fact that he will die - allhough, discarding determinism,
such a fact cannot exist before the event). Let us further assume that the only
food available to him is Baker's loaf of bread, which he can obtain only by stealing
it and violating Baker's property rights. Abel is thus faced with the choice of
death or theft. Is it right or wrong for him to steal the loaf of bread?

t^/ithin the definition of morality is the refusal to sacrifice a hlgher value for a

lower value. If it is wrong for hjm to steal the loaf of bread, then stealing the
loaf is sacrific.ing a value higher than that which he re1 inquishes by dying. The

only value attaching to the loaf on th.is regard is Baker's property right; thus'
preserving Baker's pioperty right must represent a hlgher value than survival to A-

bel. This rneans one of two things: (A) Baker's property right is intrinsically of
nrore value to Abel than his own survival, or (B) violating Baker's right does more

damage to Abel's Iife than dying. (A) implies that Abel must value Baker's prop-
erty right rrrore lhan h.is survival no matter who threatens jt, since the agency of
vjolation is not nrentjoned in this branch. Thus he js morally obliged to give up

his own life to protect from violation the rjghts of anvone else. (B) leads to the
conc'lusion that Abel possesses an immortal soul, since he can viciate the rights of
Baker or anyone else again and again wjthout Iimit, whereas he can die only once; .if

death js the termination of life, it represents the ul timate damage which can be

done jt, while jf greater dantage ntay be done by sinning, and such sins may be repea-
ted without Iintit, then Abel's Iife is capable of experiencing corllmensurate danage

which is far greater than that done by physical death. Since lhe greatest damage

that can be done to any entity js to cause it to cease t0 exist, Abel's life does

not ceaie to ext'st upon his death.
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It logically fol.lows, in the stated instance, that one

tain:" (A) Auel is his brother's keeper (B) Abel has an

theft of a loaf of bread is a fate worse than death
steal the loaf of bread.

The sight of.so much intelligence'
of reasoned cooperationl".tJ-oi-uUiolute dedication to moral integrity.and philoso-
phical consistency, *ur'noifing less than awesome.

Harroff's speaking

ability and presentaiion-oi-iiU.rtarianisir ii everythinS lt':.cracked up to be - she

is nothing less than'ipi."-ti.gii.S ana inspiring ilmosl to the point of being mes-

meric. It was too bad that her speech Uei'ore tie Convention was poor compared .to
the other two nomjnaiing"ipu.lh.t-'giuun by l'lacBride and Riggs' First prize for the

best nominating speech ihould go to Guy Riigs, the candidate-from Pouqhkeeps'ie N'Y' '
who would have had the party pay him u siiaiy to run - a position which won him

considerable suPPort.

But in spite of the fiery and.principled valor of Kay Harroff and the poised and

reasoned d.ignity of Guy Riggs, it was .the wuii-olfea (tirat is to sav well-financed)

machine, and prior p;;i,.;.ii;;, of the_Haieiioe organiiation that won out. Disturb-

ing1y, MacBride seemeJ-euuiiu.'about di."itiv-uaJ"iising 
.l ibertarian issues; nor did
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he seem to be partjcularly desirous of engaging jn a frank face-to-face djscussjon
of his stance on ljbertarian'issues with the delegates. In a cocktajl party held jn
i'lacBride's suite before the nonination, the ambiance of the occasjon seemed to be
deliberately staged to reduce the incidence of direct and inportant questions. Thjs
was not the case with Kay Harroff's austere meeting in her singlebedroonr suite where
questions were answered with deliberate candor.

The real climax of the Convention, however, was not.in the presidential nominalion
but in lhe vice-presidential nominating race. In the beginning, the main contenders
lvere Jim Trotter, Tonie i\athan, and lulanny Klausner. Jim Trotter, Kay Harroff's run-
ning ntate, an ex-SDS member, anti-war activist, and member of llte Santa Barbara LP
and the Peace and Freedom Party of California, represented himself as a vehjcle for
communicating rnore effectively with the "left". Trotter rece.ived an indecisive plu-
rai ity of 98 votes with Klausner and Nathan trailing.

It was in the midsl of the first bal lot that some strange things began to happen.
l^iord was recei ved that Trotter wou.l d be unacceptable to 14acBride. Rogeli ssued an
edict from hjs eighteenth-f1oor eyrie down to the Conventjon on the second floor
that Trotter would be vetoed if nominated. This inflamed the hitherto restrained
delegates and the Convent.ion began to hum like an angry beehive. Tonie Nathan, re-
flecting the resenffient of the delegates at being dictated to by MacBride, offered
to withdraw and throw her support to Trotter. But Trotter himself offered to with-
draw rather than cause a hostile factioning of the Convent.ion. Then 14acBride came
down and explained that Trotter's failure to file income-tax returns, and h.is other
illicit (but hjghly nroral) past activity of srnuggling gold, could reduce the cam-
paign to a singie issue revolving around Trotter's tax Drotest. 0f course, almost
everyone there was in paroxysms of fervent support for Trotter's illicit past. The
more l'lacBride talked, the more the mood grew for supporting Trotter. It was not
known whether llacBride knew that Kay Harroff (who ran the most successful libertar-
ian political campaign in l914) had not paid her taxes for six.years.

Ultimately Trotter did withdraw. inlany delegates were bitter, and no decisive support
could be mustered for i4anny Klausner, l'lacBride's hand-picked running nate, or for
Tonie Nathan, who had campaigned for the vice-presidential slot from the beginning.
In the later ballots, John Vernon of 0kalahoma and Dr. l^lalter Block of New York were
admitted as compromise candidates. However, the rumor hit the floor that Vernon
would be rejected by llacBride because of his homosexuality - lv]acBride felt that this
would distract from the Party's campaign. 14acBride's opposition was a l ittle strange
jn vjew of the avowed homosexuality of John Hospers, the presidential candjdate in
1972.

l'lacBrr'de apparently sensed he was doing himself no good with the delegates, who, af-
ter a.ll, would be the spearhead of his campaign. He again came down and said he
r.rould accept the will of the delegates in whomever was selected for the VP slot.

After several deadlocked ballots, Karl Biay had David Ber glund, a tax protest lawyer
from the San Francjsco Bay area, fly in as a compromise candidate. Berglund, as
surprised as could be, carne in and won the delegates over. The final vcte was Ver-
non 36, iiathan 21, Klausner 19, "None of the Above" 2, abstentions 1, and Berglund
t 5/
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Aside from the grueling convenl..ir--reering tnere were many forms of entertainment pro-

vided for the d6iegatei. Among tire hignllghts was a play ca1led "Trash", satirizing
the municipal garbige bureauc,'it1;. The.e were speeches and banquets by lead'ing 1ib-
ertarians such-as Murray Rothba:.,;" ,.lohn Hospers, David Friedman, Robert Nozick' etc'
AoiiUu.j gave a humor-siudrled speech confirming the reality gf the Libertarian Party
and the aisured rise of the libertarian movement. Rothbard roundiy excoriated the

abysmal bankruptcy of Keyrresian-.inspired, statist, intervention.ist economic poli-
cies. But he alsb went o"n to dunounce the public school system as jails, with prin-
cipals serving as wardens. He laid complete responsibility for street crime on the

aob.step of tfre State. Rothbard deftly argued that every major problem area of to-
day is ihe direct result cf government pol icies of .interventionism.

Of great importance was the delegation representing the newly-formed Australian
"14orlers Party", a strictly libertarian party which already has 600 members (even

though jt was formed only last January). This party platform document is among the
most lucid and consistent expressions of the libertarian line to yet appear.

Altogether the Convention was a remarkable success. The New York Times and other
media commentators found absolutely no opportunity to misrepresent or to exploit

0n the negative side of the ledger, only 38 states were represented at the Conven-
tjon, The states not sending delegations were Kansas, Maine, 14ississippi, Missouri,
Montana, New Hampshire, North Carol ina, Rhode Island, South Carolina, South Dakota'
West Virginia, and l,{yoming. (0f these, Kansas and South Caro.lina possess party or-
ganizations.) 0f the deligations, California was largest with 37 l.isted delegates'
Texas was second with 29, and New York was third with 25.

The convention was constantly buzzing with exc'itement. Entertainment, all with a

revolutionary theme, was a constant part of the Convention. Everywhere a delegate
went, he was met by the likes of Murray Rothbard, David Friedman, Lym Kinsky, Fran
Youngstein, Robert Nozick, Sandy Cohen, David Nolan, Karl Bray, Hank Hohenstein' Kay

Harroff, Tonie Nathan,John Hospers,Ed Crane, Ed Clark, Scott Royce, and many others'
