seni-free countrjes are being corroded and digested by the social-Cemccratic corporate-
statists, the Communjsts are conducting fjnal-stage genocidal extemlinat'ion and slave
labor, liquidation of rema'ining Creator Class elenients throughout the world. The'ir
ultjmate objective, under the leadership of the Sovjet Union, js the nrilitar:,*political
conquest of Western Europe and l{orth America.

An insjcl'ious vrorldwide campaign is being waged to vill'ify U.S. cap'ita'l'isrn. its most
receni target, hov/ever, has been whjte mjddle-class males.

'!ntel lectuals of ihe Libertar"ian I'iovement arid the defeatist, equivocaiing, sel f-con-
tradi cti n g Conservat'i ves.
