








the youth to a self-Eustaining and self-direct'ing ex'istence as soon as possjble.

Anyone who has travelled in Africa, Asia or South America, and who has encoun-
tered the large populations of street urch'ins, w'ii1 have to agree that nrany chjldren
of five or sji years of age are quite wi'l1ing and able to sustain themselves under the
most difficult of circumstances. If the insulation of children from a workjng life
quest for existence is questionableo the prolonged adolescent dependencies past the
age of puberty is utterly ridiculous.

This criticjsm is not meant as a preparatory barrage against intellectual devel-
opnent, in fact" the opposjte is true. There 'is mounting evjdence that earlier learn-
ing-eciucation theories have stunted the jntellectual development of m"illjons of pre-
sc[ool age children by perhaps 30 or more I.Q. points. Parents actualiy were induced
by these-theolies t,o avoid advanced stimulus of their pre-school children by precon-
cbjved notions of le ai"ning stages.10 it js quiie evident that nnst i f not nearly a'l1

children with prcper parenial attenticn can attain l'iteracy by the fourth -vear" Learn-
ing rates 'in humahs are maximal jn the fir"st fel years of life. The present altruist
atiitude has led to the treatnent. of infants as rrental defectives precisely at the
period of greatest learning efficiency. As a resul't, the vast majority oI persons
iuffer the-loss cf, their besi learnin-g years and are sentenced to a lifetinie of play-
ing "catch-up ball"'in the actualizatiori of thejr olvn mental capac'ities.

This early mainutrition of the mind is compounded by the public educatjon system

vrhich by its b-ureaucratjzed and polit,icized character must,apprcaE[ individual learning
abilities and ruqui.*nl*ntr in a i'roru or less standardized foririat.ll Children are not
only discpirninated aga.inst by race and classo but a'lso by m1nor behav"ioral peculiari-
ti es.

A tragedy of enormous proport'ions js noh'taking piace jn.lvhat amounts to an jn-
creasingly"wiiespread compulsory dru-ag'ing of loosely di agnosed "hyper'kineti c'' .and
'ilearnirig"disablbd" children. Atthougii Isycho-active drugs are a. valua.ble aid in
miiigat'rig var"ious disor'cier's, hundredi of tlrcusands of, school chjldren are being re-
duced to a state of zornbeisl"ic passivity and cirug deperrdenuy to satisfy'ihe ciassrocm
sens'it.ivities of "overloaded" pub"lic schocl teachers. This lerr ify]ng Cestrucijon of
a whole generation of young human treings is thororighly.examined in Peter Schrag qnd,

lven without these more obvjous abuses, the public educational syst,em lvi'11, by

fcrce of its "putilic" naiure, a'lurays be unable tc rneet the '.'aried Ces'ir"es of young

p.rioni. i: Econonlically, the staie schcols have been hurnan ttarehouses prevent'ing

children anci aciolescenti (and now in college, post-adolescents) fr^om ga'ining the nnst
important *ducation of all'-- that gained ls an aciual coinpeting participant in the
w'rrkpl ace and marketPi ace.

The youno are unnecessa:"'ily'isolated frorn the r"ealities of life. They'want the
self-estel* giin.d irom making tr,eir e1n vray and ihey are extremely sens'itive to the
impliiat.ion rt in.ir iojrag*d"incompeGn-ce wniciris ii-ressed in every aspect of the'ir
lives, Being a i'ch1lci" is anologous to a sarre person being held in an asylum. in-
fants a"e nol born "children" bui rather as hunian be'ings with a total apparatus to
learn, act ano satisfy themselves. They are tnansformed jnto "chjldren" by parentso

teacners, clergr and i.he state apparaiui, cfien they remain that v;ay for theit^ e;rljre
I i fetime.
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The totalitarian procf ivities of the altruist-collectivist culture has been
accelerated jn the Social l'lelfare State by an educational system which' althotigh
always coercive and stultifying, has in the past few decades tota'i1y rep'lacEd the
quasi-individualisijc system of the last century. isabel Pat'terson alreadv spoke of
dui'i;upunized Educatjoiral System"l4 over" th'irty years ago. She pointed tb how our
original emphasis on individual tndependence of moral judgemeni was being replaced in
the classrooms by the acceptance of collect'ive op'in"ion over indivjdual judgement.

What occurs'in the thinking process of the student is the failure io develc,pe and
utilize a set of iogicaliy exp'iicit premises and a submissiott to "'instrumentaljsm"
i.e. the attitude t,hat there can be no universal or permanent eth'!cal values or stand-
ards. This eradication of the capacity for independent psrsonai judgement is the
basis for persona'l submiss'ion to the collective r,rill of the State. An orientalized
government mass education system (called Progressive Educai'ion 'in the U.S.) 'is ihe
basis for statism"

Being a chi'ld is realiy the essence of the "social produci" of the Ailthoritarian
Complex oi fami]y, church and state. To be a child js to be exalterj for one's "'inno-
cence" and to be denjed all authority over crre's life and ultimately ali responsibilit'y
as well. A child has no determination over i{nen he ach'ieves 'lega1 adult status. Ii
is all arb'iirariiy preconce'ived. A child argu'!ng his abjlity to attain an accelerated
release from the restraints of ch'ildhood is like the asy"l um innrate pieadirrg his san'itv
before the Patjent D"ischarge Board. fven were the chlici given a fair hearing, there
is nowhere to go. The parents risk crirninal charges of negligence by the stale and
probably soc'iaJ ostracism as well. Children are "proiected" by law froni vlork'inc. Few

i*piov*it witi risf ihe problems of h'iring even .rn astute and mature "minor" muih less
an'inixperienced "under-age" apprentice. Minimum-waEe laws which effectively exclude
most adolescents from the job nrarket erase any possibjlity for child employnient'.
0uts'ide cf few highly exotic possib'ilities such as modeiling or the pe rfc,rming arts,
emolrryment chances are infini'tess'imally sntali.

Chijdren soon sense the hopelessness of their s"ituaticn. The wicie-eyed cpti-
mism of the pre-school yeals fades into a weary resignation and adaptaiion "io a_regi-
nented and abused sentence whi ch extends jnto an inconcei va"bly reiiiote future. In
addition the chjl{ not on'i-v ie,rrns of hjs dysfunctional statu: buL ihai" the pleasures
of his own body and even his private thoughts are sources of fear atrd sname.

Erotic and sexual pleasures are hypocritica,liy denied to children. Not otily are
they made to feel shame for natural and'rational desires but they ai-e denieC'logical
expianations for the prohibition" As most children experience erotic.jesires'in the
earljest years of jjfe, ihe'ir first experience cf shame'is associai:cj with se;<. The

often terrifyjng and hysterical scojdings against genital p'lay leave iraumatic scars
on the psychi f6r life. Yoring humans n6ed erotic pleasure iust *s mucn ils "adults"
unO, *oi"*" irnportantly, have eier.y riqht to gain pleasure fron-their owii bodje s. Geni-
ta1 play and'masturbai'ir:n indisputaniy should be the dcma'in of indiv'idual sovereignry
at ahy agel Eroto-sexuality is not only a gr?qt source of pleasune for a child. but
if1outli piay a major role in the process of self-djscovery.- _[ar1y eroto-sexual exper-
iences are of crit"ical significance to cne's concept of self worth" Sexi.ral piay among

children fornrs an 'importait learn'ing orocess for skil ls vjtal for l'ife-long happ'iness.
iuppruiuion_of childhood ero'ro-sexuil development is a maior cause cf pei"scna"lity
disorders. l5

Anti -sexual j sm i s a di nect by-prroduct of mysii ci sm and al tr"'.ii sm. [rot'ic'ism and

sexual.ity ar.e among the greatest ielvancis cf lifb in tirjs world. Sexual l'iberat'icn js
one.. if not the nroit, imiortant forces for the rjse of anti-authcritarjan sentinient.
in itsetf,it i. jniuitiolent, but the mental chains of sexual'inh'ibition anci sexual
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irrat.ionality, promote acceptance of arbitrary force and authority. An_individual who

is alienated-frbm his or her sexuality'is more easily alienable from self.

Desiling but fearing an 'important aspect of your life js essential to the self-
toatfring a.nd"other-envy io crucial for the myst'icai reiection of reason and intel lect.
A persoi who feels shame for his own basic desires, but cannot understand why, is not
ljkely to trust'in the efficacy of his own judgement. Thjs is well understood by

toialitarian regimes. In ReO 
-Cnina, the indocirination process agains_t sexual desire

has labelled jt"a "mental illness"l6. The pof it'ical jndoctrination of school chjldren
has, according to eyewitness reports, totally repressed interest in sex among young

perions. Thii achjlverBnt has to be the envy of the anti-sexual Chrisiian world.

The soul-person dichotomy ultimately requires the mrnd-body dl9!qtomV. Fragnen-

tation of the indiviciual persbnality'is part of a weakening and inhjbitofy process to
instill a sense of acquiessence, resignati"rn and aLrdication of responsibif it^y and

authority over self" This conditjon {s "enculturated" jn the persona'!'iry cf the
infant so that he w'ilI remain a "child" for the rest cf his life. The authoritarian
family unit, cannot permit self dcminion in sexual affairs sjnce it obv'iously fosters
a cievilopnreni. of egi:ism. As a unit based on self-sacrificeo and arbitr"ary authority
ind physi ca1 forcel ttl. authorjtarj an fami 1y head cannot permit an autonomously de-

rj ved pleas,lre. ii threatens the 'interdependent, si,ructure of enpt'ional buttressing
with.in the family col'lective and it ultimateiy threaiens the authority of the family
head. At the center of the fam'i1y un'it's polit'ical economy, i.e. 'its allocation of
wealth ancl pnoperty control,and iis mjcro-caste division between adult and chilci,and
gender caste Ubtwein male and female {not tc speak of generational divjsions) of
po*.r un.i ttatus, is the psychosexual crgan'izat'ion of tire family unit. At'the center
is the married coupl.ti *bnlpoly of geniiai erot'icism. All other forrns of enciogarnic

eroto-sexua'lity uiu g.n.rally prohiuited wi"Lh the_exceptign.of pre-genital erot'i-
i.ism of the moirre.-.6ild relit\onship" The sexual prohibitjons not only incliicie self-
induced orgasm, and exogamlc eroticiim but extreme iaboos on endogamic sexual release
for the ch'ild.

Most powerfui of all sexual taboos is the prohibitjon of incest. InceEt when

votunCiry sfrout,C not be a cl-'ime in a libertarian society. Sexual 'nelations between

famtty mLmbers, if voluntary, 'is no worse and no better than that occurjng b.eLween

il;;;i..iivini'sociuiiv unr.iiated peisons. Incest'is a v'ictjnrless cr"ime. undoubtedlv'
.incestuous reluliorir,iis it ti**s in'rolve coercion, deception and have disil lus jon-

ing and even traumatic'consequences. Thjs 'is no rore necessarily the case than in
,iuiuii.; exogami. r*rutionships. As is the case w'ith any other category of human

transaction, the onij, valirt ba.sis for the use of intrusive police force b.y non-in-
roiu.a parties, 'is the presence of init"iatory force and the comp'iaint of the vjctim'

Incest, however, is of far more profound'importance io the liberation of youth

from the fetters-of ioc"ial and'lega1 coercion than merely as another category to
join +-he already iengthly ljst oi-vict,iniless crjmes. Th6 jncest taboo js not uni-
iiiiui to-aii fr"uman ioli6ties, ih. ancient [gyptians, Iranians and Incansn for jn-
iii,niu,

aa no in..ti proiribitions. In fact,- the pharaonic dynasties lvhich 'lasted for

several thousand years'were the result or coni"inuous sibling marriages. Just.as
iig"igicanti,v, in|est taboos ha,re varied enormousl.y in different societies and'in
aiireiept epoir,s.

has always been a relative matter. It his no objective, rati':nal :c'ienti fic Lrasis and

as wi ll be shown, it is an anachron'lst'ic hangovei of primord'ial authoritarian collecij-
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The main rational objection to incest'i.e. endogamic sex has been the supposed
increased incidence of genet'ic defect. There'is no empiricai or'logicai ba:is for the
suppos'ition. In fact, a lead'ing authority on incest, Herbert Maisch has cleclared un-
equivoca'lly 'in a necent lvork that "The assumption...that incest and .inbreacijng as
such caused psychobio'logicai harm to descendants -- has been disproved by contempor-
ary research'iirto human-genetics."lB In contrad'ict'ion to the turn-of-the-century
eugenjc rationalizatjons in defense of incest pr"ohibitions, Maisch sums up thg present
scientific position 'is that: "The MANIFESTATI0N 0F RECESSIVE HEREDITARY TTNDTNCIES

through homozygot'isation CAN TFFECT POSITIVE AS I^IELL AS NEGATIVE PHYSICAL AND PSY-

CH0L0GICAL PE-CIILIARiTIES ",l9 (the stress on the ',vords is Maisch's). Thus, ii csuld
go either way. Superior characteristics which are recessive can become hereditariiy
equal (homozygot'ic) and dominant superior genet'ic features can be reinforced, or
weak or ciiseaied genes can be accentuated. This can occur endoga.mically or.exogami-
ca11y. Thus, the strongesi, rational angument for the 1ega1 prohibition of incest
falls -- and there'is a"growing plea amdng geneticists f6r the "pardoning of incest,".20

The other argumen'bs for the prohib'ition of jncest all spring from the same anti-
sexual and "soc'iai hygien'ic" point of view. Bas jcal ly, it is that the farn'ily un'it
is disturbed by the conduct of incest and the development of children'is inpaired.
The fjrst argument is nothing more than the old antj-carnal and anti-prurient rel'i-
gious prejudice vrhjch has no'logical basis. The preponcierance of research on incest'
ihows ihat the vast majority of incest relationships are entered voluntarily and very
often initiated by chjldren. Trauma suffered by youth are almost a'lways the resuls
of involuntary reiations and'in volunl,ary cases, the result of soc'ial and'legai 'im-

pacts.

The soci al hygiene argurnent for r'mposing crim'ina'l sanctions on 'incest are the
modern (and very vagr.le) raiionalizations of attjtudes which surrounded the acioption
of incest taboos in prinlitive human societ'ies. As is the case with any area of
human action (or dis-aciion) there ljes an explanation for the development of an

institutional'!zed fornr of conduct"

and poi i tj ca1 reform coul d resul t from eciucat'ion and cul tural change. Al I three, 'in

fact, are necessary in the"ir proper time and p1ace. The strategy of education and
cultur"al change is a necessary prerequisite to politicai reform"in the semi-fr'ee demo-
cracjes but no strategy of education can exist r,vithout correspondingiy organjzed pol-
itical power. The State nraintajns a near-total monopoly over education and it prorects
its interests through massive 'indoctrination at every level , it also emp'loys mdny
forms of defacto and dejure censorship through jts ownership and regulation of the
el ectromagneti c spectrum.

In fact, any extens'ive success by the "educatjonalist" strategy would alnrost
certainly engender suppression of antj-statist rnedia (as'it already has worldwide),
thus, requiring organized pof it'icai t,actjcs to oppose government suppression. Thus,
a pol'itical strategy will be necessary in an,v case.

The doctrina'ire proscr'!ption against taking power in the State has paralyzed the
Libertarian l4ovenient and the l.'!bertarian Party. (As one found'ing member of the U.S.
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THE INEPT RI-GHT !:ont.. fromlage l7)

The recent electi,rns in Washington are cons'istent with past elect'ions in the
Evergreen State. They reflect an inabilrt.v by the consen,atives to cash-in fuliy on
the pub'ljc discontent w'ith statisi policies. bdh'ile the conservative contradictions
no doubt hand'icap the anti-statist mov*ment, I believe that the primari/ cause of this
failure is due to lack of understanding of poiitical realities and a lack of deve'lop-
ment of strategy. Libertan'ians now have their chance'if they'11 take advantage of jt.

In the granrlnar and high school levels pupii popu'lations have
declined but budgets have soared as a result of jnflated wage settlenrents by statu-
torily protected teacher un'ions and hjgh constructicn costs. Most U.S. citizens
have lost trust jn the government schools and taxpayer revolts in varjous forms
against increased school funding are on the rise. Accelerat'ing the disenchantment
have been the greatly lowered levels of academic achievement as shown in declining
national test icones and the skyrocketing rise'in school crjme rates.

.l00 homicides,91000 rapes, .l2,000 arned robberies,270'000
Lurglaries and d'id more than a half bill'ion dollars worih of darnage_tq school .prop-
erti." As if thjs rdere not horrendous enough, whiie famjlies who fled i,he crine in-
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fested central city a:^eas (aided by fedenally subsidized home mortgages and super-
highways) are now being forced to send their'children by bus to be-m6lesteci in pre-
dominantly black sr:hools in meeting the desegregaticn requinements imposed b;l'law.
In spjte of all of lhese blow-ups the powerful American Federatjon of Teachers
Union, whose jdeological position js a "watered-dolrn Srvedish social'ism", i'las recently
unveiied proposals leadjng to a 40 bill'ion dollar network of "free" nursery schools
for pre-school age children (see "Preschoolers - Pawns in the Latest tducaijonBattle'.U.S.Ne@'Junel4n1976,p.4l).Atthetopoftheg,:vern-
renteduesanduniversjties,wh.ichinclude,somellmillion
students, is becoming the laughing stock of the world w'ith its Affirmative Action
prOgrams which have led to the establishment of racial quotas passing over better
quaiified white male gpplicants. The heavi'ly subsidized "hiEher eduiat'ion" appara-
tus (which increasingly resernbles a remedial-high school pre[aratory system) ii
estimated by the Bureau of Labor Statist'ics to be graduat'ing a surpius of .i00,000

to 140,000 college graduates a year by the ]980's {see l,lalcolm G. Scu'I1y, "L'iberal
Arts vs. Practical Arts" Ugf$g!_, February 1976, p. 40.).
