The main rational objection to incest'i.e. endogamic sex has been the supposed
increased incidence of genet'ic defect. There'is no empiricai or'logicai ba:is for the
suppos'ition. In fact, a lead'ing authority on incest, Herbert Maisch has cleclared un-
equivoca'lly 'in a necent lvork that "The assumption...that incest and .inbreacijng as
such caused psychobio'logicai harm to descendants -- has been disproved by contempor-
ary research'iirto human-genetics."lB In contrad'ict'ion to the turn-of-the-century
eugenjc rationalizatjons in defense of incest pr"ohibitions, Maisch sums up thg present
scientific position 'is that: "The MANIFESTATI0N 0F RECESSIVE HEREDITARY TTNDTNCIES

through homozygot'isation CAN TFFECT POSITIVE AS I^IELL AS NEGATIVE PHYSICAL AND PSY-

CH0L0GICAL PE-CIILIARiTIES ",l9 (the stress on the ',vords is Maisch's). Thus, ii csuld
go either way. Superior characteristics which are recessive can become hereditariiy
equal (homozygot'ic) and dominant superior genet'ic features can be reinforced, or
weak or ciiseaied genes can be accentuated. This can occur endoga.mically or.exogami-
ca11y. Thus, the strongesi, rational angument for the 1ega1 prohibition of incest
falls -- and there'is a"growing plea amdng geneticists f6r the "pardoning of incest,".20

The other argumen'bs for the prohib'ition of jncest all spring from the same anti-
sexual and "soc'iai hygien'ic" point of view. Bas jcal ly, it is that the farn'ily un'it
is disturbed by the conduct of incest and the development of children'is inpaired.
The fjrst argument is nothing more than the old antj-carnal and anti-prurient rel'i-
gious prejudice vrhjch has no'logical basis. The preponcierance of research on incest'
ihows ihat the vast majority of incest relationships are entered voluntarily and very
often initiated by chjldren. Trauma suffered by youth are almost a'lways the resuls
of involuntary reiations and'in volunl,ary cases, the result of soc'ial and'legai 'im-

pacts.

The soci al hygiene argurnent for r'mposing crim'ina'l sanctions on 'incest are the
modern (and very vagr.le) raiionalizations of attjtudes which surrounded the acioption
of incest taboos in prinlitive human societ'ies. As is the case with any area of
human action (or dis-aciion) there ljes an explanation for the development of an

institutional'!zed fornr of conduct"

and poi i tj ca1 reform coul d resul t from eciucat'ion and cul tural change. Al I three, 'in

fact, are necessary in the"ir proper time and p1ace. The strategy of education and
cultur"al change is a necessary prerequisite to politicai reform"in the semi-fr'ee demo-
cracjes but no strategy of education can exist r,vithout correspondingiy organjzed pol-
itical power. The State nraintajns a near-total monopoly over education and it prorects
its interests through massive 'indoctrination at every level , it also emp'loys mdny
forms of defacto and dejure censorship through jts ownership and regulation of the
el ectromagneti c spectrum.

In fact, any extens'ive success by the "educatjonalist" strategy would alnrost
certainly engender suppression of antj-statist rnedia (as'it already has worldwide),
thus, requiring organized pof it'icai t,actjcs to oppose government suppression. Thus,
a pol'itical strategy will be necessary in an,v case.

The doctrina'ire proscr'!ption against taking power in the State has paralyzed the
Libertarian l4ovenient and the l.'!bertarian Party. (As one found'ing member of the U.S.
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Libertarian Party who has been an ardent campa'igner for state office sa'id: "If I
had wonn I wouldn't know what the Hell was the RiGHT thing to do once jn the Legis-
laturel") It has reduced all pof itical campaigns to futile "educational" promotion
foi sted on an 'incredul ous and uncomprehendi ng el ectorate. Predi ctab'ly, the resul t
has been a sense of despair and defeat producing a continual po'iit"ical de-activiza-
tion of supporters. Instead of building political capitai, the anti-statist movement
merely has been burning out personnel produced by the jntellectual resurgence of ant'i-
statism in the last few decades. Thjs fajlure basically has resulted from an unwjll-
ingness to transl ate phi i osophi cal prerni ses i nto po1 i t'ical i deol og'ica1 programs for
change. Thus, the intellectual vanguard of the Libertarian Movement'is st'ill caught
up 'in nonsensjcal anarchoid prejudices.

The Political Action Caucus asserts that a vigorous and disciplined attainment
of political power is absolutely necessary'in ach'iev'ing the abolition of the State.
Although'vve must continue our educaticn of the masses as to the desirability anC
achievabifity of our program, we must use every channei to achieve power and influ-
ence'in government. Th'is wjll take cons'iderable time and effort but it is the only
way which prom'ises a reasonable opportunity for victory.

The alternative of violent revolution against the State is ethicaily acceptable
but it is not expedient at this stage and, hopefully, it is avoidable. Any individual
who is be'ing coerceci or.threatened by the State has the moral prerogat'ive to respond
with retaliatory force aga'inst any affil'iated part of the State apparatus. In con-
tradistinction to existing terrorist norms, we categoricaily assert that the pre*
rogative of retal'iatory force absoluteiy precludes its use against innocent parties.
It is very likeiy, of coursen that the growth of antj-statist reform poli'uica'i forces
will enEender a violent "civil war" with outgoing statist elements. Should this
come about we should be totally prepared not oniy to obl'iterate our antagon'ists from
the surface of the earth but cauterize their evil presence for a'll of history.

The Doctrine of Retal'iatory Recapture may only be accurately and effic"iently
implemented by an organized group. Assuming, forinstance, that one jndividual camled
out the Doctrine by having himself elected as a senator to the U.S. Congress, and

then merely remained in office enjoying the perquisites of power while not endeavor-
ing to do everyth'ing within his power to bring down the State should be_judged as a

collaborator and aciomp'lice to stat'ist crjmes. Naturally, one person elected to
office would be severeiy 1im'ited to his capac'ity to redirect the process of go'/ern-
ment. in facto a radical anarcho-cap'ita'iist e'lected as a Den"ocrat or Republican
might do rrlell t"o maintain the appea! ance of a "lrbreral" 0r "conservati',7st' !^rh'i1e

doing everything possible to heip other anarcho-capitalists into office untjl a

numeri ca'liy suff icibnt bloc had been ach'ieved to gain control .

The actions requ'ired of any particulal person, whatever position he may hold,
should not lead to a loss of that position so as to permit our capacit'ies to increase
stage by stage. What we can do and should do at any stage must be 'in line with our
capic'ities. l^Ie must not overeach oun tactical stnenEth at any pg'int. It is ridicu-
lous to expect a holder of pubi'ic office to attempt to impose a ljbertarian program
all aione.' For example, a recent commentary in a leading l'ibertarian journai
sharply admon'ished Australian Prirne Min'ister Malcolm Fraser for not fPP'lVing.his
Onjettivist-ieaning (as it is theorized he his a devotee gf Ayn Rand) vievts"in office.
This is ridiculous. Assuming Fraser held a cons'istently I jbertarian posit'ion there
r,rould be no practicable avenue for radical change. lrjho would heip him? The meager

and disorganized forces of the i,iorker and Progress parties? The best Fraser could
doo jf indeed he is one of us, is to lie low and stay'in office until we are strong
and organized enough to give him support.
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A small b'ioc r:f cover'1, anarcho-cap'italists in rhe U.S. House could magnify
thei.r-impact by working alternatively wit,hin iarger blocs of libera'ls o..dnrervatives
on d'ifferent issues" What they can do will be limifed bytheir numbers and rheir
capacity io influence g!|er_iegislaiors. The latter, however, assumjng a given
level of competence, w'ill also grow out of political strength of numbei,,,iC tt,"level of manifes-t.discipfine. In most cases,hoiding a thiici of the seats in any
body wii'l be sufficient to dominate the entire process.

The italian Cornmunist Party, for_instance, is a good example of a d.iscipiinedpoiii'ical movement attaining pouer. In what nominal'l_i should be the most hostile
anti-comnunist Rornan Cathol'ic oopuiat.ion, the pCI thrbuqh internai organ.izationn
thrg{d development of strategy'and tactics 'is gain'ing pdwer at all levels of theItalian government apparatus. l^lhere it su'its ihem, [hby rrork with bourEeois capita'l-ists, the'ir ultimate ideological anci class enemjes, even to ihe point oi becoming
temporari.ly bare'i;,r indistingujshable from theri, anc, when necessa:y, they refrajn fl"om
taking aCvantage of momentary tactieal str"ength to achieve longer i,srr,i ltr"ategic
advantage. The actual ideolcgical Con",munisti jn Italy are a relative'ly small-minor-'itI -- but through oi"ganizatjon and discipline they hlve attracted the political
and slPPort of iarge blocs of "po1itical agnost'icsi'. Their politica1 success has been
o!? oI the great siimulants to the young and amb'!tious'in chocsing their ideolcgica'l
a'llegiances. Political strength can change the hearts and (theni-tire minds of ihe
masses.

Our road to power is a long one, bui one which is achievable. l-Je can no longer
allow ourselves the Iuxuries of despair and defeatisnr. The U.5.A" can become a
free libertarian society within cur lifetines 'if we disc'ip'l'ine ourselves tc ihe task.
hle ask you to join us nov,'in achieving'uhis r*orld-historical task"

defense would be the level of morale, esprit de corps and professionalisrn. ltatist
miiitaries tencl to i"eflect the vlelfare functions of theii" Eoverni"iients. As a resultn
and this 'is especial'ly the case in the U.S. military, the 'level of mci ale, iirofess"ion-
alism and esprit cie corps is drastical'ly 1ow. A defense fjnn wcurlrj be recnuiting
individurals who psycho'logically and abjlity-wise were best fii for.professir:nal
soldiering, Any other cLlurse rqoulci be a r,,laste of tire fjrm's resources. There would
be no draft in a free socieL,y. E'l1ig'ibiliiy for officer-level pcsirions in a private
defense firm would probabiy be basecj afrer a suitable probation perioci on a l'iferime
contract. The miiitary would be, thus, col'ilposec of people urho r"eall;,beiongecl there --
not reluctani draftees or ROTC oppor"tunists.

At a mcre proforind level o the lack of oh'i'iosophical iniegraiion wh'ich pervades
the m'i"l'!tary in an authcritar'!an society, the fa:th-bound fanatic'ism of even the best
statist warniors is r:ltimate'iy n0 surrcgate for the objectiveiy-reasoned pro'fessjonal
dedicat'ion promoted in a libertarian society. Ultimately, it is the aed'ication to
values and the full desire to max'imize those values which will make the difference
in the performance of a military force.8 The tragic consequences of mysticism and
statism are nc better dernonstrated per^haps, than in *,he i rrational pi"omot'ion ano_
selection cf o'ificers in Tsarjst Russ"ia in Alexander Solzhenltsyn's Augr.$l l1ll1.9
These tragic consequences are not I imited io the cld fash'ioned tyr"ranies but to the
new-fashjoned despotjsrn of St,alinjst Russja as vlell. The lack of free market conpe-
tition anC ihe result'ing osteosjs anci decay in al1 government nioncpcly "services" is,
thus, a ccrnditjon which extends even into what has long been consjdered by inany
libertarians as the cnly pcrssibie leg'itimate sphere of statist rnoncpoly: the sectcr
of military area defense,

savages. ldinston Field first lead the Rhodesian FronL Party to victory on a'lllhite
Rhodisia'platform, but after failing badiy at the Federal Break-up, he was easiiy
ousted and'replaceC by ian Smith who had deserteC the prev'ious liberal gcvernnent of
Edgar llhitehead.

The declaration of Independence in ]955 was not the on'ly option open io the
Rhodesians, and, in the fight of subsequent events, appears to have been a mjstake' or
even treasonable (to Rhodeiia) "if one queries the supnort given at the time by 0ppen-
heiner of the Angio-Arrerican Corp. who has since proved to be one of free Rhodesia's
nrost'imp'laccable enemies wh'ile still enjoy'ing massive government protection of hjs
enterprises. Taken from that point of view it weuld appear to have been necessary to
ral1y'a'l'l Rhodesjans behind a sing"ie god-1ike hero jn orrier to eventually bri!9 them

all io believe that black Marxjst-Socialjsm'is the oniy inevitable and sens'ible form
of governrnent in Africa. l,Jhaiever the neasons; it succeedecl in nrultiply"ing the power

of lovernment t.enf,old. All this in the narle of a state of energency which has existed'
nonlstop for tlvelve yearsn during vrhich i'ime, ihe F.hodesians kept t'ieir.heads.above
water fjnancially ani had'imposeJ upon them a'world beating' constitution which isn't
worth the paper on whjch 'it is written.

To go into the constitution would take up many thousands o'f words and an inter-
pretatioi many thousands more. However the neat'is simpiy that the.power_of governnient
and the Presiient are enshrined '"rhile the 'individual citizen is pof ite1y fobbed off
with a non-juci'iciable 'Declarat'ion of Riqhts'. Ii, contains a conveniently simp1e
suspension inechan'lsm in the Declaratjon *f [mergency which is firmly hacked up by the
al i -encompassi ng Ernergency Pc'wers Act arri i ts' ati,endant Emergency Regu'l aii ons . These
regulatiohs have the iull power of law:,\ut were devised by ihe Minister and nis depart-
nefitai advjsors without debate'in Parliamento as is the case with al-i reguiai,ions in
this country. As a point of interest, of 3l prospecti,re cand.idates (Rhodesian i:roni)
at 1he recent elect'ion ?9 admjtted not having read the laiest Emergenclr Powers Regu-

lations, and thjs in spite of full press coverage over a period of some weeks. If a

people truly get the governmenr they deserve, they are about due for a illack Demagogue.

Rhoies'ia's leaders have piaced tremendous enphasis on private enierprise and pni-
vate ownershio of property over the last few years and have succeecied in convincing
nrany that they are'indeed cap'itai'ists. There is propert;r ownevsh'ip.and fu.ii inrrest'ment
of lapital. ihe government has mass'ive control , they cr one of tlieir ccmmiss'ilns cr
boards. This country has travelled from wild bush via unfetlereci free-enterprise,
the only systenr wh'ich can bujld a country, to a. virtr.lal total'i"Larian state jn E0

shcrt yiari. I'row that, in the eyes of ihe outside world that is real progress, the
only hang-ijp is the colour of the resiili.

In the granrlnar and high school levels pupii popu'lations have
declined but budgets have soared as a result of jnflated wage settlenrents by statu-
torily protected teacher un'ions and hjgh constructicn costs. Most U.S. citizens
have lost trust jn the government schools and taxpayer revolts in varjous forms
against increased school funding are on the rise. Accelerat'ing the disenchantment
have been the greatly lowered levels of academic achievement as shown in declining
national test icones and the skyrocketing rise'in school crjme rates.

.l00 homicides,91000 rapes, .l2,000 arned robberies,270'000
Lurglaries and d'id more than a half bill'ion dollars worih of darnage_tq school .prop-
erti." As if thjs rdere not horrendous enough, whiie famjlies who fled i,he crine in-
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fested central city a:^eas (aided by fedenally subsidized home mortgages and super-
highways) are now being forced to send their'children by bus to be-m6lesteci in pre-
dominantly black sr:hools in meeting the desegregaticn requinements imposed b;l'law.
In spjte of all of lhese blow-ups the powerful American Federatjon of Teachers
Union, whose jdeological position js a "watered-dolrn Srvedish social'ism", i'las recently
unveiied proposals leadjng to a 40 bill'ion dollar network of "free" nursery schools
for pre-school age children (see "Preschoolers - Pawns in the Latest tducaijonBattle'.U.S.Ne@'Junel4n1976,p.4l).Atthetopoftheg,:vern-
renteduesanduniversjties,wh.ichinclude,somellmillion
students, is becoming the laughing stock of the world w'ith its Affirmative Action
prOgrams which have led to the establishment of racial quotas passing over better
quaiified white male gpplicants. The heavi'ly subsidized "hiEher eduiat'ion" appara-
tus (which increasingly resernbles a remedial-high school pre[aratory system) ii
estimated by the Bureau of Labor Statist'ics to be graduat'ing a surpius of .i00,000
