Introduction

Aneed is born in Beyrouth, Lebanon (Aneed pp 20)





Aneed an employee at the railway station in Beyrouth (Raheb)





Aneed becomes a member of the Eastern Patriarchal Delegation to the Great Centennial in honour of the 1500th year of the death of St. Johannes Chrysostomos (Aneed p 18)





1908


Aneed participates when the said Delegation together with Patriarch Cyrillos VIII of The Melkite-Greek Catholic Church and Archbishop Sawoya in a ceremony in Capella Sistina, Roma, celebrates St. Johannes Chrysostomos. The ceremony was performed by Pius PP X (Aneed p 18)





Aneed becomes secretary to Archbishop Sawoya (Aneed p 100)





1909


11 June 


Aneed is ordained priest by Archbishop Athanasios Sawoya of The Melkite-Greek Catholic Church of Beyrouth and Gebeil, at Monastery of St. George, Makeen, Mt. Lebanon, in presence of Bishop Agapios Maloof of Baalbeck of The Melkite-Greek Catholic Church and a group of monks following the Order of St. Basil. Aneed is ordained because of his nice voice and without any theological instruction (Raheb)





1910


29 October 


Aneed is by Archbishop Sawoya appointed Exarch of the Archdiocese of Beyrouth and Gebeil (Aneed p 100)





1911


Aneed moves to USA and becomes active as a priest in New York and  Brooklyn, NY. Archbishop Sawoya visits USA and stays with Aneed for some months (Aneed et al; Échos d’Orient 1921 p 374)





1911


9 October


Aneed is consecrated ”comme Assistant Evêque”, Brooklyn, NY, by Archbishop Sawoya (Aneed et al; Sawoya)

15 March 


Aneed becomes a priest at St. George Church, 1617 W State Street, Milwaukee, WI (Aneed pp 28; Melkites in America p 108; website Milwaukee Melkite Timeline; website Syrian Mission in Milwaukee - Melkites 1019-1917)





1918


14 June 


Archbishop Sebastian Gebhard Messmer of Milwaukee of The Catholic Church in the USA gives Aneed approval to use the title of Exarch (Aneed p 33)





1919


Aneed publishes Syrian Christians. A Brief History of the Catholic Church of St. George in Milwaukee, Wisc. and a Sketch of The Eastern Church, St. George Church, Milwaukee 1919. [Introduction by Archbishop S.G. Messmer.]





1921


June


Aneed leaves St. George Church for New London, CT (Melkites in America p 108; Samra; website Milwaukee Melkite Timeline)





1921


Aneed becomes founder of and pastor at St. Ann’s Parish, New London, CT (Melkites in America p 49; Samra)





1934


21 January 


Aneed leaves St. Ann’s Parish (Melkites in America p 49; Samra)

Some time between January and September Aneed is consecrated sub conditione in New York by Archbishop Sophronios Bishara, The Holy Eastern  Orthodox Catholic and Apostolic Church in North America (The American Orthodox Catholic Church) (Aneed et al; Kern)





Aneed is active as a priest in New York (Brandreth p 108; Plazinski p 8)





1942


Aneed moves to San Francisco and ministers mainly Syrian-Libanese Christians (Plazinski p 8)





1944


Aneed becomes founder and Archbishop-Primate of The Byzantine Catholic Church





1944


7 May


Aneed participates as coconsecrator when Archbishop-Primate Lowell Paul Wadle of The American Catholic Church of Laguna Beach consecrates Rev Hugh Michael Strange of The American Catholic Church of Laguna Beach








1944


10 September 


Aneed is consecrated sub conditione by Archbishop-Primate Lowell Paul Wadle of The American Catholic Church of Laguna Beach and Archbishop Edgar Ramon Verostek of The North American Old Roman Catholic Church. The ceremony takes place at St. Michael Cathedral (formerly St. Ann Roman Catholic Church), 1329-38th Ave, San Francisco, CA (Aneed et al; Samra) 





1945


Assisted by Archbishop-Primate Henry Joseph Kleefisch of The Byzantine Universal Orthodox Church and Archbishop Edgar Ramon Verostek of The North American Old Roman Catholic Church, Aneed consecrates Rev Frank B Robinson (in contrast to some sources, according to authentic informations in The Ancient Christian Fellowship Review July 1947-March 1948 p 4, Archbishop Lowell Paul Wadle did not participate; Anson p 513; Brandreth p 108; Plazinski

Aneed is elected Patriarch  at a synod at St. Francis Church, Laguna Beach, CA (Samra)





1945


23 August 


Aneed consecrates sub conditione Bishop Charles H Hampton, former Bishop of The Liberal Catholic Church-Province of the United States of America, Archbishop-Primate Henry Joseph Kleefisch of The Byzantine Universal Orthodox Church, Archbishop-Primate Wallace de Ortega Maxey of The Ancient Christian Fellowship and Archbishop-Primate Lowell Paul Wadle of The American Catholic Church of Laguna Beach, who at the same time consecrate Aneed sub conditione (Apostolic Primacy in the Church of Antioch; de Ortega Maxey; Ramm; Schultz)





1946


1 January 


Aneed is enthroned as Patriarch Antonius Joseph I of The Byzantine Universal (Catholic) and Orthodox Church of the Americas. Assisted by Bishop Henry Joseph Kleefisch of Alaska of The Byzantine Universal (Catholic) and Orthodox Church of the Americas and Archbishop-Primate of The Byzantine Universal Orthodox Church and Archbishop-Primate Lowell Paul Wadle of The American Catholic Church of Laguna Beach, Aneed also consecrates sub conditione Bishop John Barwell Walker as Titular Bishop of Caesarea in Cappodocia, Grand Master of The Order of the Crown of Thorns (Barwell Walker is representing an unvalid order; in contrast to some sources, Bishop Charles H Hampton did not participate; Aneed et al; Anson p 513; Brandreth pp 108; François Jean Edmond Basile; Plazinski p 9)





1946


26 July 


Aneed ordains sub conditione Rev Odo Acheson Barry, a former priest of The Liberal Catholic Church-Province of the United States of America











1946


29 July 


Aneed participates as one of the coconsecrators when Bishop Charles H Hampton, former


Bishop of The Liberal Catholic Church-Province of the United States of America, consecrates Rev Odo Acheson Barry (Anson p 513; Brandreth p 108)





1948


29 August


Aneed opens The Seminary of St. Anthony, The Star of the Desert, Sunnymead, CA (The Ancient Christian Fellowship Review Easterday 1949 p 5)





1949


18 December


Assisted by Bishop Henry Joseph Kleefisch of Alaska of The Byzantine Universal (Catholic) and Orthodox Church of the Americas and Archbishop-Primate of The Byzantine Universal Orthodox Church, Aneed consecrates sub conditione in San Francisco Bishop Nicholas Urbanovitch of The Ukrainian Orthodox Church of America. (Urbanovitch was already in 1949 consecrated by Archbishop Bohdan Shpilka of The Ukrainian Orthodox Church of America, who also had ordained him priest in 1938.) (Anson p 513; Brandreth p 109)





1951


7 April


Aneed participates as coconsecrator when Archbishop-Primate Wallace de Ortega Maxey of The Apostolic Episcopal Church consecrates sub conditione Archbishop-Primate Lowell Paul Wadle of The American Catholic Church of Laguna Beach and Wadle consecrates sub conditione de Ortega Maxey (de Ortega Maxey; Ramm; Schultz)





1955


13 March 


Bishop Henry Joseph Kleefisch of Alaska of The Byzantine Universal (Catholic) and Orthodox Church of the Americas and Archbishop-Primate of The Byzantine Universal Orthodox Church dies and Aneed succeeds as Archbishop-Primate of The Byzantine Universal Orthodox Church (Apostolic Primacy in the Church of Antioch)





1960


5 June


Aneed celebrates his 50th anniversary of ordination to priesthood at the Cathedral of the Merciful Savior, San Diego, CA, and installs as Patriarchal Chancellor and enthrones as Titular Archbishop of San Diego and Indiana Bishop Paul Aphostratos Powell of  The Byzantine Universal (Catholic) and Orthodox Church of the Americas. Aneed ordains Rev Deacons Roberto G Isais and Joseph H Blaha. According to the invitation those presents and assisting are: Mt Rev Herman A Spruit, Archbishop-Primate of The Byzantine Universal Orthodox Church; Rt Rev Hugh M Strange, Bishop of The American Catholic Church of Laguna Beach; Rt Rev Johnston Paul Kutch, Bishop of The Byzantine Catholic Church; Rt Rev Francis John Edmund Barwell-Walker, Titular Bishop of Caesarea in Cappodocia of The Byzantine Universal (Catholic) and Orthodox Church of the Americas; Rt Rev Exarch Michael Cependa, Bishop of The Byzantine Catholic Church; Rt Rev Archimandrite Vasilios Markopaulos, Bishop of The Byzantine Catholic Church; Rt Rev Exarch George Owen, Secretary to Archbishop-Primate Bohdan (Shpilka) of The Ukrainian Orthodox Church of America (Ecumenical Patriarchate) (Samra)

Assisted by four Bishops, Aneed consecrates sub conditione in Ohio Archbishop Emile Rodriguez y Fairfield of Iglesia Ortodoxa Católica Apostólica Méxicana (Rodriguez y Fairfield; Schultz)





1970


24 August 


Aneed dies in Carmichael, CA (Ramm; Samra)


Archbishop-Primate Herman Adrian Spruit of The Church of Antioch succeeds as Archbishop-Primate of The Byzantine Catholic Church (Apostolic Primacy in the Church of Antioch)





1970


26 August 


A Trisagion service is chanted by Fr Constantine Raptis, Greek Orthodox priest, at Mt. Vernon Mortuary, where the enthombment took place (Samra)





Aneed is survived by his wife Helen Aneed. She has composed a biography on Aneed, not published (Ramm; Schultz)





Unidentified events


Aneed has an unknown date consecrated Rev Michael Cependa as Bishop of The Byzantine Catholic Church.





Aneed has at an unknown date (1947?) consecrated Rev Johnston Paul Kutch as Bishop of Tyre and Sidon of The Byzantine Catholic Church. Formerly priest under Archbishop-Primate Wallace de Ortega Maxey, The Ancient Christian Fellowship.





Aneed has at an unknown date consecrated Rev Vasilios Markopaulos as Bishop of The Byzantine Catholic Church.
